The crate, delivered on a snowy day 
and placed in their garage, began a year 
and half long project which resulted in 
their pride and joyð a Factory Five  Cobra 
replica.

 Don was driving a 1987 GT with 
127,000 miles as his daily driver. Much of this 
Mustang lives on today as it was combined with the kit to produce the light titanium pearlescent 
Cobra Roadster being driven today. The Cobra now had over 32,000 miles and sports a hardtop 
during the winter months to make it an all year vehicle.  

 The 5.0 HO engine was ñspruced upò with the addition of a Cobra intake, hi-lift roller 
rockers, Mallory ignition, larger throttle body, and exhaust headers.  Two years ago, the addition 
of a Powerdyne supercharger moved the thrill of driving into a whole new world. Chrome, 
polished aluminum, and stainless steel are evident throughout the vehicle.  
A cruise control was added for those longer drives. They opted for American Racing Torque 

Thrust D wheels over the 
traditional Halibrand style 
wheels usually seen  on these 
cars. The paint color was chosen 
from a ó91 Mustang and applied 
by Jerry Sullivan and Dave 
Quinn. 
 Needless to say, the 
Cobra has provided countless 
hours of pleasurable driving 
over the past seven years.
